Physics: one basic college-level Newtonian physics course covering light, heat and sound. It is not necessary to take a calculus-based physics course.

Mathematics: one college-level math course covering algebra plus geometry or trigonometry; or one coIIege-Ievel course in precalculus or calculus.

History of Architecture: a survey course that covers antiquity to the present, minimum one semester or two quarters. Note:  Art History courses do not satisfy this requirement, you must take a course in Architectural History.
